A small child awakes to find blackened leaves falling from her 
bedroom ceiling, threatening to quietly overwhelm her. As she 



wanders in a world that is complex, puzzling and alienating, she 
is overtaken by fears. Beautiful artwork, the most inspiring 
children’s book in a long time!
